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MathsGenie provides pdf documents, worked solutions and video walk throughs of past exam papers.
Students do not need to print the papers.  Students can open the question papers in one tab and the answers in another.  Students can work on scrap paper and check their work as they go.

Students currently use MathsWatch to complete their home learning.  During this revision period students should visit MathsWatch to improve their understanding of topics they are struggling to access during testing.  1-minute videos offer a brief recap with longer videos also available for more in depth topic teaching.

The most suitable method of revision this close to mock exams is past paper practise. The OnMaths website offers online practise papers where students can input answers receive instant feedback and see grade progression as they work through the paper answering questions correctly.
Paper 2 and Paper 3 are calculator papers. Be prepared.
Students must ensure that they have a suitable scientific calculator.  They should already be in possession of this.  They are used in most maths lessons and students need to familiarise themselves with the functions ahead of their exams.   A new version of the Casio FX-83 recently launched and is available through Amazon via the link to the left. Older versions of the FX-83 are still suitable.
Overview
Students should be actively preparing for their exams through revision.  Students will be tested on topics across the breadth of the course.  This will ensure that an accurate picture can be drawn on where students currently sit within grading.  Gaps in knowledge, work required and progress over time will then be determined.
Students will receive a question level analysis after the mocks directing them to which topic areas require the most attention, then follow this up independently to improve understanding.
Students will sit either Foundation (grades 1 to 5) or Higher (grades 3-9) tier papers.  Performance in mocks, attitude to learning, attainment across the year and attendance will all inform which course students pursue in year 11.
